Regular Meeting of the Franklin City Council:  Monday, April 9, 2018, 7:00 p.m. at City Hall.   
Council present:  Gruendemann, Heibel, R. Kokesch and Scharfencamp.   
Staff present:  Kokesch, Pederson,  Menk, Wiese.   
Guests present:  M. Gehrke,  J. Harmoning, S. Nissen. 
1) Roll Call showed Sherman absent. Pledge of Allegiance recited.  
2) Approved the minutes 3/12/18. 
3) Approved consent agenda:  5 utility disconnections; zoning permits issued to:  C. Scharfencamp, install 48.5’ 

x 35’ basement and stick built addition at 511 3rd St. S.; J. Gustafson, install 36’ x 72’ stick built building at 
367 2nd Ave. E.  Approved financial report, March receipts $38,911.13; current expenses $43,057.61.  

4) No citizens  requested to be addressed. 
5) Department Heads reported.  Menk and  Wiese:  recommended and received approval for hose and ladder 

testing 3-year contract, approximately $1500/year; approved hiring M. Olson to Fire Department; approved 
Fire Dept. officers; discussed Batdorf’s training progress and follow-up.  K. Kokesch: reported on poor condi-
tion of alleys, is checking on pricing of repairs.  Pederson:  no citizens appeared for Board of Review; TCW 
Rail Road requested city support;  C. Kokesch is increasing cleaning rates; approved insuring the boatlanding 
shelter; approved putting the  water tower project out for bids this year; accepted M. Heibel resignation 
from Ambulance Dept.;  approved W. Bucholz to Ambulance Dept. 

6) Community Center floor is being looked at by contractors; most of the missing operating manuals have been 
produced;  discussed cancellation policy for rentals and future rentals must give 24 hour notice of cancella-
tion. 

7) Chlorination Building project costs increased tremendously so a gas alternative is being researched. 
8) Approved SW Dust Seal for Third St. S. and 1st Ave. E., $.84/ ft., total cost of $2,625.00. 
9) Discussed noncompliant properties and clean-up notices; council will send recommendations and sheriff will 

be notified of noncompliant properties. 
10) Councilor Requests:  mosquito spraying dates to be adjusted for Catfish Days; sheriff’s office acknowledged 

new employee was being overzealous and has been spoken to; city will request more patrolling before and 
after school.
