Council present: Gruendemann, Heibel, R. Kokesch, Scharfencamp, and Sherman. Department Heads present: Kokesch and
Pederson. Guests present were: Deputy Olson, M. Johnson
Meeting was called to order, roll call showing all council present. Pledge of Allegiance recited.

1) Approved the minutes 6/11/18.

2) Approved Consent Agenda Items: city’s financial report, June receipts $168,880.83; current expenses $231,527.22;
4 past due utility bills approved for disconnection; zoning permits issued: A. Kretzmann, 3 6 83 . bobd/cedar fencing
at 361 Third St. S.; R. Hempel, 1 1 86 Wood Panel Fencing at 245 Fourth St. S.

3) No citizens to address.

4) Johnson presented the Safe Routes to School Implementation Plan, purpose is to provide improved walking and biking
paths for the school and community; grant funds could pay for many items listed.

5) Approved Resolution 2018-5: Resolution Proposing Vacation of Platted Alleys, public hearing to be held Sept. 10th.

6) Department Heads reported. Olson: Sheriff’s office feels hours are good, are prepared for Catfish Days. Kokesch: pot
holes to be patched; bathroom cleaner needed and streets will be swept on Sat. of Catfish Days; wood chips to be in-
stalled by swingset at park; MPCA permit is pending review; ground water issues are numerous; mowing into the streets
is a problem and ordinance violation. McCorquodale: received approval for Ridgewater training for EMT’s. Pederson:
CRC summer fill completed, no discounts, other options to be researched; denied CCT funding request as not utilized;
MN Dept. of Health audit-Franklin’s water met standards; D. Shaftel is replacing M. Norton as city civil attorney; small
cities road aid is $7795 for 2018; county is requesting estimate of homes affected by flooding; Scharfencamp’s received
approval to live in camper during home construction/remodeling.

7) Approved proceeding with SwedeBro bid for resurfacing of the community center floor.

8) Approved proceeding with ReneSola Power Holding agreement pending city attorney approval.

9) Storm water issues discussed: ground water on private property is not a city issue; citizens may petition the city to pro-
vide storm sewer remediation which requires easements, engineering, and would be 100% assessed to benefitting prop-
erties; fortunate to not have sewer back-ups with recent rain events.

10) Approved installation of spigot on City Hall, Lions paying up to $500 of expenses.

11) Farmland to be advertised for lease, 2 year term, sealed bids opened August 13th.

12) Councilor requests: Mayor will ride in parade; softball field to be worked on; fishing licenses not available at AmStar; R.
